RESULTS

Your results will be sent to you and your primary care
provider within three weeks.

NEXT STEPS

Spots, also known as nodules are small lumps of tissue that many people have.
Your next steps are determined by the size and appearance of any spots found
on your scan. Depending on your results, you may require additional tests for
us to look at an area more closely, this does not mean you have cancer.

Additional tests may include one or more of the following:
