*  First Bevacizumab infusion over 60 minutes  

 
Additional Protocol Information: 

 Blood pressure measurement pre-bevacizumab  

 Blood pressure measurement post-bevacizumab for the first 3 cycles  

 Urine dipstick analysis or laboratory urinalysis for protein should be performed at baseline and then prior to each cycle
