Dosing and Administration Information 
Pre-medications: 

 Antiemetic: low to moderate emetogenicity (see SCNAUSEA) 

 

Dosing and Schedule:  One cycle = 28 days        
 Oral olaparib 300 mg twice daily until disease progression or unacceptable toxicity for a maximum of 2 years. 

 

Additional Protocol Information: 

 Patients to avoid grapefruit and grapefruit juice for the duration of treatment  
 Concurrent use of moderate and strong CYP 3A4 inhibitors should be avoided  

 Dose modification options: 

o Oral olaparib 250 mg 
 
twice daily 

o Oral olaparib 200 mg 
 
twice daily 

o Oral olaparib 150 mg 
 
twice daily
